Caution:
The hot water comes out very hot. Turn heat to 55 degrees when you leave.

Hot Tub:
Please note the water level is to be kept at middle of the filter door/bottom of headrests.  If it gets to low the motor will burn out.  Take the floater out while in hot tub and simply replace when you get out.  Fold the cover in half and push backrest of way while inside tub from the middle.  Four people is the maximum in tub to avoid a lot of water overflowing.  Please enter tub from deck to keep sand out.  Shower before entering if you have used sunscreen or have been exercising.   There is a hose (in the summer) or a bucket to fill to proper level.   Please turn down heat to 100 degrees and lock tub when you leave.  If the readout shows FL1 that indicates filter needs cleaning.  Please call owner for instructions on how to clean.  Hot tub is serviced once a week on Fridays. Maintenance is with Tahoe Diversities ( Mike McCloskey)  530-546-1334.   Thanks!

Garbage:
Pick up is every Tuesday morning.  There are bears and raccoons that love to rummage around.   The blue plastic bags are for recycling only.  They can be put in / mixed in with the regular garbage if room or just next to can. All Garbage must be taken out prior to departure. Dishes must be clean and put away or in dishwasher (clean). 

Lawn:
The sprinklers will come on in the AM.  There is a lawn mower next to the hot tub if you like to have the manicured look.  Just watch out for the sprinkler heads.  Please feel free to water any flowers that look thirsty.  We have a lawn service that comes once a week as well.

Table:
Please feel free to put the Picnic Table on the lawn but please do not leave there as the sprinklers will come on during the night. Please be kind to our dinning table as it is an antique.

BBQ:
There is a Webber next to the hot tub with a chimney starter.  All you need is a little newspaper.  Please do not use on the deck.

Lake Tahoe Park Beach Assoc.  From our house turn Rt. on Westlake Blvd. and go less than a mile and turn left on Sequoia.  There is a fence with a gate you can access with a key. Snow :
Gensburg, & Sons  530-581-0456(Will clear driveway/parking areas)  Shovels on deck for walkway and deck if it snows while your there.  Please no metal shovels as decks.  

Stove:
If the timer is used this my affect cook time if not used properly.  Best to just set for Bake or broil and then use arrow key to set temp.  Cancel off will turn off the oven after use.  Manual is in drawer above china.
